V On May 29th, Governor Murphy announced the COVID-19 Short-Term Rental Assistance 

Program. The program will provide rental assistance to low- and moderate-income 

households that have had a substantial reduction in income as a result of the pandemic, 

including those who are homeless or at risk of homelessness. 

V On May 26th, Governor Murphy announced that Modified In-Person Graduation 

Ceremonies Can Begin on July 6. The Office of the Secretary of Higher Education (OSHE) 

will issue guidance allowing school districts and colleges/universities to hold modified 

in-person graduation ceremonies. The guidance will include requirements that 

ceremonies be held outdoors, adhere to social distancing protocols, and observe 

capacity restrictions in order to protect the health of students and families celebrating 

these milestones amid the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic. 

V On May 22nd, Governor Murphy signed Executive Order #148, which increases the 

limitations on outdoor gatherings to 25 individuals and immediately opens recreational 

campgrounds.
